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Sogo-Shikaku-Gakuin works to cultivate genuine technical experts possessed of advanced technologies and ethics
via education for Registered Architects, a national certification in Japan. It holds classes to support the acquisition
of certifications related to architecture and real estate, which are attended by 25,000 students each year.
Sogo-Shikaku-Gakuin is the top school in Japan for number of students who have passed the Registered Architect
Examination. Last year a total of 4,014 people in Japan became Grade 1 Registered Architects, of which 2,238
were current students at Sogo-Shikaku-Gakuin. We also have a market share of over 60% in major cities.

At Sogo-Shikaku-Gakuin, we hope to contribute to the development of the construction industry; promotion of the
architecture culture; and creation of a safe, peaceful society via our technical expert cultivation business. To that
end, we carry out support activities for various design exhibitions and architecture-related events as a way to
assist the young people who will be in charge of the construction industry in the next generation. During the
previous year we provided support for more than 60 activities, including donating a portion of activity funds.

We have also continually supported the Asian Contest of the Rookies’ Award from the first contest. Together with
assistance for Asian international students who come to Japan to study architecture, in the future we will also
support students who want to study architecture in Asia.
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
